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I. The Center for English Language Teaching (hereafter referred to as “the Center”) convenes its meetings (“the Meeting”) in accordance with regulations of the University.
II. The Meeting is the highest-level decision-making mechanism of the Center.

III. The entirety of the faculty of the Center are ex-officio members of the Meeting. Project teachers of the Center may appear at the Meeting, which shall be headed by the Chair. In case of the absence of the Chair, a representative may be appointed by the Chair to head the Meeting.
IV. The Meeting is convened by the Chair at least once per semester. An interim meeting may be convened by the Chair, or through a petition by one-third or more of the faculty of the Center.

V. Two-thirds or more of the faculty of the Center shall be present at the Meeting. Any meeting resolution shall be approved by at least half of the Meeting’s attendees. Matters of importance—confirmed by vote by at least two-thirds of the attendees and recorded in minutes—shall be deemed approved in case of agreement by more than two-thirds of the attendees.
VI. The Meeting may establish committees and project groups when necessary to help deal with Center affairs.
VII. The Meeting discusses the following according to personnel function and power:
a. Development plans and budgets of the Center.
b. Stipulation and revision of major regulations and rules.
c. Teaching affairs, student affairs, and other major administrative matters.

d. Resolutions from committees or project groups of the Center.

VIII. Leave of absence of a Meeting member is granted after the completion of required procedures.
IX. Relevant superintendents and individuals may be invited to attend the Meeting.

X. Other regulations of the University shall be referenced in case of these regulations being insufficient and unclear.
XI. These regulations shall be approved in the Meeting and be presented to the Dean of the College of English and International Studies for approval in order to take effect. Any later modifications shall comply with the same procedure.
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
